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"Internal" - New Work by Hannah Frieser

DENTON — New, cross-disciplinary work by Hannah Frieser is on display Sept. 23 through Oct. 4 at Gallery 010, located in the Student Center at Texas Woman's University. The exhibition — Internal — combines photographic images, bookart and installation work. 

The TWU Student Center is located at the southwest corner of Bell Avenue and Administration Drive. A reception will be held Sept. 24 in Gallery 010 from 5-7 p.m.

The majority of the work is based on the artist’s personal experiences but hits with global impact. The text-based broadsheets Alzheimer’s describe a woman’s descent into the abyss of her illness as seen from the loving view of her granddaughter. The artist’s book Soap or Being Raised on Avon takes a humorous look at the “horrors of childhood,” while enticing the viewer with its fragrant, soapy smell. Decorative soaps will never be the same again. Some works invite the viewer’s participation. In The Maternity Project, the audience may share their own stories on maternity, fertility and family planning on comment cards, which then become part of the exhibition. The art touches on personal stories that connect with the viewer’s own experiences. What were one person’s stories becomes everybody’s personal stories.

Hannah Frieser was born and raised in Stuttgart, Germany. She has lived in the United States for nearly 15 years and is currently completing a Master’s in Fine Art with emphasis in art photography at Texas Woman’s University. Among other venues, she was just accepted into a juried national book arts exhibition at the Bright Hill Center in Treadwell, NY on exhibit Oct. 5-27, 2002.  Her work was included in the recent group exhibition Picture Yourself at the McKinney Arts Contemporary in Dallas. She is the recipient of two fellowships at the Anderson Ranch Art Center in Colorado. 
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
